We will, of course, 

always be ready to help in cases of genuine financial difficulty – please do speak in 

confidence to the assistant finance officer or email finance@broadwaterce.org   
 

For the trip we ask that the children wear normal school uniform with a suitable 

coat/jacket for winter weather.  They will need a packed lunch and drinks, but no fizzy 

drinks or glass bottles please.   
 

As a reminder if you have already booked and paid for school hot lunches for this date, 

please make sure you cancel this in plenty of time (preferably by 18th December), if you are 

entitled to a free school lunch then you can book a trip packed lunch via ParentPay.
